“We particularly welcome applications from mature students or those wishing to make a career change. The skills gained in the workplace are highly sought after by schools.”

Training bursaries are available for trainee teachers in priority subjects - for Maths the bursary is £9,000, and for Science or Languages the figure is £6,000.

Leeds Trinity PGCE and Leeds SCITT courses have the highest employment rates in the region. A recent report by the Office for Standards in Education, Children’s Services and Skills (Ofsted) judges the university college’s teacher training provision to be good overall with outstanding features.
