Employers are strategic & creative when looking for the best employees for their company.

This also applies to you.   

Consider other tactics in your job search

Consider practicalities; most people need to secure an income. This may not be your ideal role initially but it will allow you to live whilst developing a strategy to develop your career in the longer term.
Use job sites on the web to research who is recruiting rather than just for vacancies that might suit you.  Even by just watching the regional news, you can find out which firms are expanding or moving into your area.  
Control your job search – the more time you spend talking to the right people rather than pondering over the PC - the better. Set up alerts on internet job sites and remain upbeat.
For a list of key graduate job sites see the Careers website section on ‘Finding Work’
Graduate sites such as Prospects and Target-Jobs offer sector insights as well as vacancy sources.  Meet employers by attending careers fairs. 
Find jobs with `SMEs’.  These are Small to Medium sized Employers; defined as any business or organisation with fewer than 250 employees.  Graduates Yorkshire is a source of vacancies with SMEs in the Yorkshire region.

Data on graduates’ destinations can help you identify which employers have recruited Leeds Trinity graduates.

Relevant sections of the newspapers contain industry insights and references to possible employers.  The Guardian is useful for this. 

Recruitment agencies can support your job search. However, employers are the recruiter’s customers - not candidates.  They spend most of their time attracting new business (companies) so don’t rely on them too much.  Check Employment Agencies in Leeds for a directory of agencies in the Leeds area by work sector. 
Social media, e.g. LinkedIn: it’s a good idea to have an online presence when you are job searching.  Remember to check your privacy settings so you know who can view anything inappropriate. These might not put you in a good light with a potential employer!
